Food sack available based on size of family to everyone who walks in;  from January through April 2010, served an average of 533 families with 2049 members per month
General Assistance
Food sacks/boxes available twice a month
Based on eligibility through Muscatine County Community Services; from July 2009 through March 2010, served an average of 101 family units consisting of 105 children and 138 adults each month
Outreach Program
Groceries delivered twice a month
For home-bound individuals with special dietary needs; approximately 30 persons being served monthly
